
Splash/Nylon pants are
highly recommended
especially for skaters just
starting as they will get wet
Layer under nylon pants
Bulky snow pants may
restrict movement

PROPER EQUIPMENT

Single blade lace up figure or hockey skates 
To ensure a proper fit have the skater push their toes all the way to the front of the boot.
Be sure there is no more than one finger width of space behind the heel 

Must have proper ankle support 
Be sure the fit around the ankle is snug, and the top is a bit looser to allow the ankle to
bend

Tie laces comfortably and double knot 
Any extra lace should be tied or tucked in

Dry blades after skating and use soft skate guards
Plastic buckle skates are NOT recommended as they do not provide proper ankle support 

Comfortable warm
jacket zipped up
Bulky jackets will restrict
movement 
No hood is preferred

CHOOSING THE RIGHT SKATES

CHOOSING THE RIGHT HELMET

A CSA approved hockey helmet is mandatory for all Learn to Skate programs. A full face
mask is mandatory at the Preschool and PreCanSkate Level and strongly encouraged for
CanSkate stage 1-3
A proper fitting helmet sits no more than 1 inch above the brow line and has no more than 1
finger space under the chin
Be sure that skaters can see – all excess hair should be pulled back out of the way

ATTIRE

Warm nylon
mittens or gloves 
Hockey gloves are
not recommended

Please make sure to try on all equipment prior to the first day of class

FIGURE SKATES

It is highly recommended that figure skates are purchased from a figure skate retailer (see
below for a list of stores in the GTA). These are staffed by professionals and will ensure your
skater is in a figure skate appropriate for their level. They also often have a good supply of
gently used figure skates available for a more cost effective option.
